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Elihu was angry with Eliphaz, Bildad and Zophar because they
had found no answer to J o b suf§ ering, yet they condemned
him, Job 32:3. Elihu sees the subj ectivity, self -centeredness,
of the other three friends. They were dealing from emotion.
They were more interested in telling Job how wise they were
than in helping Job with objective thin  king, divine viewpoint.
Actually, they were fearful. Fear is emotional subjectivity;
this is when the person is concerned only about himself.  Fear
stops someone from acting in virtue love toward self and

others! *
